A key advantage of BENTONE HD is the ability to 
make relatively high concentration pregels quickly 
and easily – up to 14% BENTONE HD – and still 
result in a pourable pregel.  

 

To make a pourable pregel, use this procedure:  

Add in the order listed:        Parts by Wt.  

1. Water                            86  

   Turn on HSD and set to  

   ~ 1235 linear feet/minute (lf/m)*  

2. Slowly add BENTONE HD         14  

   Disperse at 1,235 lf/m for 5 minutes  

   Store finished pregel in an airtight container  

* 1,235 lf pm equals a 4.0 cm diameter HSD blade   

 @ 3000 rpm  

LEVELS OF USE 

Typical addition levels are 0.1-1.0 % BENTONE HD 
additive by weight of total formulation, depending 
upon the degree of suspension, the rheological 
properties or viscosity required.
